Then edit the file documentation/debian-edu-audacity/debian-edu-audacity-manual.$CC.po (re-
placing $CC with your language code). There are many tools for translating available; we suggest using
lokalize.

Then you either commit the file directly to Git (if you have the rights to do so) or send the file to the
bugreport.
